If your child arrives at school after 9.05am they will need to visit the office first to 
register their late arrival, before going to class. 

 

If students need to leave school during the day, please visit the school office and 
complete an absentee note. If they are returning the same day you can retrieve a 
Leave Pass from the office.

Behaviour Management Policy 

Each class follows a behaviour management procedure related to gaining or losing 
Golden Time, to reinforce the schoolôs Behaviour  Expectations and Values. In 
class and during break times, students who are not demonstrating the values or 
rules lose 5 minutes of Golden Time or sit out on the veranda for 5 minutes,         
respectively. A yellow slip is sent home to notify parents of what has occurred. 

 

If there is any continued or serious misbehaviour we will contact  parents. 

 

Bushfire Zone 

Our school is on the Bushfire Zone Register, so if there is a Catastrophic warning 
level in Cervantes or the Shire of Dandaragan the school will be closed for the day. 
This decision is made by the Director General of the Department of Education and 
the Emergency Services personnel. Parents will be notified the day before, if     
possible.

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Digital Technologies 

The students are provided with access to a range of teaching tools and learning  
opportunities through online services, including; an individual email account,        
access to the internet, digital resources and online learning activities. They will be 
asked to sign a Student ICT Usage Agreement annually.

Health & Wellbeing 

Parents are required to complete a Student Health Care Summary when enrolling 
their child. If any medical details change, please   inform the school immediately. If 
your child suffers from an ongoing medical condition, you may be required to    
complete additional health forms and/or a Health Care Plan. 

 

Please follow our Healthy Food and Exercise policy; less packaged food makes a 
healthier lunchbox. No confectionary, packet chips or cool drink should be sent to 
school. Children will be asked to return these items to their lunch boxes and take 
home. 

 

Students have the opportunity to have daily Crunch ón Sip and are encouraged to 
bring a fruit or vegetable snack to school. We encourage students to have a water 
bottle in the classroom, which they can refill throughout the day. 

 

Be on alert for head lice. Students are checked regularly and parents informed 
when head lice are found. If live nits are found in the childôs hair, parents will be 
asked to collect their child as soon as possible. 

 

We have a No Hat, No Play policy. Any student who forgets their hat will be asked 
to sit  in the shade or play in an undercover area. 

 

 

 



Homework 

It is our intention at Cervantes PS that homework is a practice and revision activity. 
Students of the various year levels do different amounts and types of homework. 
Each child is asked to read, allowing them to practice their fluency and improve 
their vocabulary and comprehension skills. Students begin revising their spelling 
skills by having sound high frequency sight words to practice and as they get older, 
practice their weekly spelling words by completing simple activities. From Year 3, 
students are given Mathematics homework to reinforce and practice concepts and 
skills. 

 

If your child is having any difficulties with homework, please discuss it with the 
classroom teacher so a solution can be gained.  

 

The giving and marking of homework takes a considerable amount of time,          
indicating the importance we believe it has. We therefore ask that students   
demonstrate the necessary respect and responsibility to complete the work to an 
appropriate level. 

 

Immunisation 

Proof of immunisation must be shown when enrolling your child. 
 

Insurance Policy 

Our P&C has a world wide, 24 hr accident policy to cover all students attending 
Cervantes Primary School. A $9.00 fee is payable to the P&C at the beginning of 
each year. This insurance covers students for accidents requiring medical attention 
or emergency ambulance over and above Medicare and Private Health Insurance. 

 

Incursions and Excursions 

Students will be invited to participate in various incursions and  excursions  
throughout the year to compliment the schoolôs learning programs.  

 

Parents are asked to consent to students walking within the town boundaries when 
they first enrol their child. Teachers will inform parents if they plan to take students 
off school grounds. For any excursions that involve swimming or are out of town, 
parents will be informed and asked to complete a permission form before the day.  

A small fee may be charged for incursions or excursions if the need arises.

Reward System 

The School celebrates good behaviour each Friday afternoon with a half hour of 
Golden Time when the students choose a fun activity to participate in.   

 

We also have a House Faction reward system in which students earn points  for 
their team and are acknowledged at assembly. A point is earnt each day your child 
attends and follows the behaviour expectations.

Staff Learning 

Student Development Days on which only staff attend school are set with Jurien

Staff utilise the Early Close session every second Tuesday to collaborate and    
continue with their professional learning. 

 

Staff participate in other professional learning that is identified at a school and     
individual level to ensure we keep up to date with evidence based practices. 

 

Opportunities are sought for staff to collaborate with other members of staff from 
surrounding schools and also through wider networks. 
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Student Leaders 

All Year 6 students are given the opportunity to be a student leader. They are       
invited to attend a leadership course in Term 1 and work with their teacher and the 
Principal to plan how their leadership will look over the year.  

 

§ Leadership tasks include: 

§ meeting with principal and or class teacher 

§ extra assembly duties, 

§ extra responsibilities around the school, 

§ planning how to support charity throughout the year, 

§ leading multi age groups of students at in-school activities, 

§ public relations- meet and farewell guests,  

§ public speaking,  

§ representing the school at interschool events,  

§ representing student body at P&C and School Board when required. 

 

If any Year 6 students demonstrate consistent negative behaviour they will lose the 
privilege of being recognised as a leader. 

 

Our leaders are recognised at the Concert & Graduation Night and invited to a 
Graduation Dinner with parents and staff. There is also the highly anticipated Apple 
Bob at the Beach Party on the last day of the year. 

 

Student Pick Up 

We ask that parents with students in the Junior Class pick up their children from the 
Kiss and Drop Zone or the classroom veranda. If a person other than a parent or 
guardian is picking up your child, please notify the teacher or the school office. 

 

Car parking is limited so please take care in the area.  

Student Support 

The school has access to numerous health professionals if parents and the school 
have concerns. Teachers or the Principal may   discuss with parents a referral to 
the School Psychologist, Health Nurse, Speech Pathologist or Occupational     
Therapist.
