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Student Dress Code

Cervantes Primary School’s staff and parents believe that the school’s dress requirements play an important role in promoting our school and creating a sense of common identity. It allows for easy identification, keeping costs of clothing reasonable and assisting in teaching students the importance of appropriate presentation. 

The following indicates the minimum standard of dress code for students attending Cervantes Primary School:

· School uniform to be worn:

· Gold top- short or long sleeve uniform t-shirt;
· Predominately Black bottoms with no large motive – skirt, skorts, shorts, pants, tracksuit pants;
· Black and gold uniform windcheater;
· School Hat- black bucket style;
· School issued sunglasses only.

· Shoes- suitable enclosed footwear that allows students to participate in outdoor and sport activities on a daily basis. (Thongs, clogs, skate shoes, shoes with heels are undesirable)

· Faction coloured t-shirts (red or blue) to be worn only on Sport days (Tues- junior and Fri- seniors),

· No denim is to be worn,

· No make up,

· No excessive jewellery or hair accessories.
All students must wear correct school uniform on excursions. Non-complying students may be prevented from participating in or attending the activity or event.
New and pre-loved uniforms are available from the school throughout the year.
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
